Shanna has been a part of the breeding careers of notable 
Broodmare Hall of Fame dams Long Acres Broadway, 
Treble’s Unchained Melody, and the top producer of world 
champions, Cache. Her expertise and horsemanship 
across the divisions has made Indian Creek a sought-after 
destination for training, from start to finish.

CHAMPION ~ 1
This foal is beautifully put together from ear to tail. 
Upright neck, refined face and wide set eyes, long forearm 
with nice angulation in the stifle and hocks. And attitude! 
I admire its look and energy!

RESERVE CHAMPION ~ 2
Morgan trot and attitude plus. Its driving hocks give 
this foal a level trot already. This foal should grow up 
to be a powerhouse in any division. Nice capture by the 
photographer! It’s not easy to stop their motion at the 
perfect time.

THIRD PLACE ~ 15
This foal’s eye is so beautiful, and they  chisel into a 
gorgeous face, muzzle, and nostril. Just gorgeous. So much 
Morgan type in this foal from ear to tail! 
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ARTISTIC 
COMPOSITION~ Judged

Allyson Hughes thrives on detail. She tackles 
the challenges of marriage and family law, 
facilitating the difficult processes of domestic 
relationships. She is much admired for her 
selection, development, and precise exhibition 
of Morgan Western pleasure horses. And her 
equine photography aspires to the level of fine 
art. Her photo graced the cover of The Morgan 
Horse’s October 2022 issue, which also included 
a profile of the lawyer, horsewoman, and 
photographer. 

CHAMPION ~ 6
I really like the impact of this foal shot. It 
evokes the emotional response of an  “aww” 
feeling. It appears well exposed and sharp. 
I enjoy the style. It is free from distractions, 
with a solid black background, which allows 
the viewer to focus in on the subject. It has 
excellent side lighting, which highlights the 
mane and the side of the foal’s face and ears, 
creating dimension, contrast, and interest. 
Color balance is good. I could see this hanging 
on someone’s wall.

RESERVE CHAMPION ~ 30
This shot of the mare and foal is lovely. It shows 
two alert, bright Morgans, and emotionally it 
makes you want to know what they are looking 
at, and what might they do next. The shot is 
clean of distractions. Technically, it is well lit, 
with nice contrast of lights and darks. The 
composition is nice, showing the two horses 
close, but not overlapping or merging. As a 
full body shot, the horses look proportionate 
and in frame. They are in a good position in 
the frame, with the ground line at one-third, 
which is a pleasing compositionally.

THIRD PLACE ~ 7
I enjoy this sweet photo of the foal in green-
ery. Emotionally, the foal looks friendly, like it 
wants to come visit. The photo is well exposed. 
I like the clean surroundings, with the green-
ery creating a frame. The overcast sky creates 
a soft effect that is pleasing and avoids harsh 
shadows.
